RE: Governor Doyle Luncheon

On Friday August 21, 2009, 1 attended a Governor Doyle Luncheon on behalf of the Bad
River Tribe. An effort was made to contact the Bad River Tribal Council to determine
who would be travelling to Lac du Flambeau. Nobody from Bad River Tribal Council
attended the luncheon.

[ was returning from the Oneida reservation from a meeting with Del Lavardue, Deputy
Director- Indian Affairs, Chairman Bigboy Sr. contacted me to attend the luncheon on
behalf of the Bad River Tribe. The luncheon was attended by all of the Wisconsin Tribes
at the Lac du Flambeau Tribal Casino. There were approximately 100 people in
attendance.

[ visited with Governor Doyle about his employment at Indian legal services in the
Southwest. [ was later employed there and the Indian staff thinks very highly of him.
While I had a chance, I asked Governor Doyle for a few moments of his time in private.
The Governor inquired about the purpose and I indicated it is about the Beloit Casino
Project.

The Bad River Tribe and 5t. Croix Tribe met privately with Governor Doyle to discuss
the Beloit Casino Project. The people in attendance were: Governor Doyle: Katie Boyer,
Chief of Staft; Brian Vigue, Director of Intergovernmental Affairs; Lewis Taylor, St.
Croix Chairman; Jeannie Awonopay, St. Croix Tribal Council; Marvin * Tom”

on the application that was subjected to adverse political action in Washington D.C. over
the last year. [ discussed our meetings with George Skibine, Bureau of Indian Affairs:
